Our April meeting featured Carol Holdren, who treated us to an excellent
presentation on the 11 orchids we should have in our collection. As Vice-
Chair of the West Palm Beach Judging Center, she encouraged us to join

the American Orchid Society and to check out www.wpbjudging.org. She
invited us to join the WPBJC judging of orchids at Flamingo Gardens on the
fourth Saturday of the month. You do not need to be an AOS member to at-
tend or to bring a plant for judging. This takes place every month at Flamin-
go Gardens, with education at 12:30 and judging at 2 p.m. She explained
that when filling out a judging form for your prize orchid, the names of orchid
species are not capitalized while hybrid names are capitalized in title case.
