Phillip was born and raised in Jamaica where he inherited his dad’s passion for or-

chids and grew up working in his parents’ orchid nursery, Hamlyn Orchids.  Although his 

dad’s true orchid passion is with the Jamaican native Broughtonia’s and their hybrids, 

Phillip’s passion leaned heavily toward Phalaenopsis, which he has been growing and hy-

bridizing since the age of eight. 

He earned his undergraduate and graduate degrees in Environmental Horticulture 

at the University of Florida in Gainesville, and is an American Orchid Society (AOS) Ac-

credited Judge.
