“Warm Growing Cymbidiums”

Brian Monk was born in Milton, Florida in 1969. Shortly after his birth,
Brian’s family moved to Charleston, West Virginia where he spent the
next 18 years. As a young man, Brian’s intense passion for nature

led to his profession and his many hobbies including bird-watching,
orchid growing and natural history.

In 1992, Brian received his B.S., cum laude, from Hampden Sydney College in Virginia followed by a
Doctorate of Veterinary Medicine from Virginia Tech in 1997. In 2005, while working as a Veterinarian
in Orlando, Florida, Brian met the love of his life, Mary-Margaret, in Ft. Lauderdale.

Mary-Margaret Monk grew up in Virginia Beach, Virginia and later moved to Fort Lauderdale Florida.
Mary-Margaret received a B.A., summa cum laude, from Florida Atlantic University followed by a
Juris Doctorate from Nova Southeaster University School of Law. Mary-Margaret is a civil litigation
attorney and mediator. Her hobbies include her husband, Brian, photography, their cats and her many
aquariums.

April Program
“SPECIES ORCHIDS”
Was Presented by
Steve Arthur . g

Last month Steve Arthur spoke to us about species. Steve
hails from South Carolina where the temps are typically
around 103/104°F in the summer months, yikes.

Steve spoke about species that would do well in our South
Florida climate, specifically:

Max. tenuifolia B. nodosa

Onc. fletchuosum Epi. nocturnum

Epi. ciliaire Epi. parkinsonianum

C. purpurata Enc. tampensis (a Fl. native)
Rl. digbyana Epi. magnolia (a Fl. native)
C. intermedia L. rubescens

Interestingly, Steve pots his plants in a cypress mulch-based mix. He gets some amazing root growth due
to the tannins in the mulch. The trick, he says, is to really pack the mulch well and then flood the pot with
water to wash out the small particles so that your mix will last longer (which should be done regardless of the
type of mix you are using). Here’s his recipe:

3 parts cypress mulch (readily available at Home Depot and Lowe’s)

1 part #4 sponge rock
With our South Florida rainy season being what it is, it might be best to experiment on one or two plants to
see how well this mix holds up before committing your entire collection to it.
