May Program
“Warm Growing Cymbidiums”
Was Presented by
Brian Monk 
of Blu Llama Orchids

Brian Monk gave a very educational and humorous presentation 
on warm growing cymbidiums at our May meeting that everyone in 
attendance thoroughly enjoyed. Brian has been working with new 

Cymbidium hybrids that include other species from hot summer climates with warm nights. His pre-
sentation explained these new developments and how to care for these heat-tolerant species. Brian 
stressed that Cyms need bright light to flower well. Even under conditions where Cattleya bloom well, 
Cyms may not bloom consistantly. Flowers may be less numerous and the total number of spikes may 
be fewer. Cyms require Vanda light or comparable. They can take full sun for small periods of time but 
dappled light is best in these conditions. We do not have a further synopsis of the presentation.
